w 8mm socket and ratchet

4 Assemble the front seat mount assembly (1) with the
front under seat bracket (2) using two M6 x 16mm fixings (3)

from the kit.
Tighten the fixings to 10 NM.

w 4mm hexagonal bit and torque wrench
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5 Fit the thread bungs (1) into the front holes.
Repeat on the left rail.

6 Assemble the front (1) and rear (2) under seat brackets to
the left (3) and right (4) hand rails using four M8 x 16mm
fixings (5) from the kit on the rear mounting holes. Do not
fully tighten at this stage.

y 10mm spanner

7 Align the backrest pad (1) with the side rails (2). Fit the M6
x 16mm fixings (3) and washers (4) from the kit. Do not fully
tighten at this stage.

w T30 torx bit and ratchet

8 Align the rear seat mount bracket (1) with the rear pillion
mounting holes.

Fit the four M6 x 25mm fixings (2) from the kit to secure the
backrest assembly (3), as shown.

Tighten the fixings to 18 Nm.

y 8mm socket and torque wrench
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9 Tighten the rails fixings (1) to 20 Nm.

10 mm crow foot spanner head and torque
wrench

Tighten the backrest pad fixings (2) to 10 Nm.

ﬁ T30 torx bit and torque wrench

10 Fit the rubber adaptors from the kit over the existing
rubber feet.

Rear rubber seat supports (2) are marked withan R

11 Assemble the pillion seat as described in the owner’s
manual.

Tighten the fixing (1) to 10 Nm.

(1) at the rear of the seat. Retain both for reuse.

w 6mm hexagonal bit and ratchet

14 Lift the rear of the seat, then slide it rearward to remove.

15 Remove the rear bracket (1) by removing the fixings (2).
Retain the rear bracket (1) for reuse. Retain the fixings (2) for

reuse if the motorcycle is to be returned to its original
condition.

g 8mm socket and ratchet
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16 Fit the thread bungs (1) into the rear holes.

Repeat on the left rail.

17 Assemble the front (1) and rear (2) under seat
brackets to the left (3) and right (4) hand rails using four
M8 x 16mm fixings (5) from the kit on the front mounting
holes.

Do not fully tighten at this stage.

w 10mm spanner

18 Align the backrest pad (1) with the side rails (2). Fit the
M6 x 16mm fixings (3) and washers (4) from the kit.

Do not fully tighten at this stage.

@ T30 torx bit and ratchet

19 Align the rear seat mount bracket (1) on the rear pillion
mounting holes. Position two M10 washers (2) from the kit
on the front mounting holes.

Fit the four M6 x 25mm fixings (3) from the kit to secure the
backrest assembly (4), as shown.

Tighten the fixings (3) to 18 Nm.

Tighten the rails fixings (5) to 20 Nm.

@ 8mm socket and torque wrench

10 mm crow foot spanner head and torque
wrench
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20 Hook the front of the seat to the tank then push down on
the seat to putitin place.

21 Align the seat (1) with the rear bracket (2). Fit the M8 x
16mm fixing (3) removed in step 13.

Ensure the seat is centred between the backrest grab rails.

Tighten the fixing (3) to 18 Nm.

w 6mm hexagonal bit and torque wrench

22 Tighten the backrest pad fixings (1) to 10 Nm.
